In 1953, the voters of Montgomery County passed an ordinance to restrict the running of
hogs, sheep, and goditst larg® throughout Montgomery County.

This law emains in effect today, and as suchdests of Montgomery County may only
allows these animals to roam on land on which they have permission from the landowner.
